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1. CREATE a series of Photographs from UNUSUAL ANGLES, DIFFERENT VIEWPOINTS, ANGLED, LIGHTING EFFECTS, CLOSE UP ZOOMED SHOTS – 15 – 20 Decent shots needed AO3
2. Present your images in PowerPoint, Word with explanations to show how you captured your Photographs AO3
3. From these Photographs create 5 detailed section drawings in a variety of media, choice of media, pencil, pen, collage, Tablet – Pro Create drawings, Photoshop manipulations AO2, 3
4. TO create 2 A5 size (half the size of A4) detailed Portrait drawings from your Photographs using the GRID method to ensure drawings are accurate, or from the smartphone pic, drawing the image from an interesting zoomed in section. OR observing images closely to explore emotion and ensure proportion in drawings are as accurate as possible. 
5. To CREATE an artist style image from the artist inspiration above. USING YOUR OWN Drawings (created in task 4) and Photographs to explore the techniques and skills of the artist. Create YOUR own Portrait versions in a choice of media, pencil, paint, tablet, manipulation through collage or Photoshop in their style. AO1, 2, 3
6. CHOOSE a second artist of your choice from Art 2 day website (link below) You will need to focus on drawing and painting predominantly as this will need to be practised thoroughly before we start the course. Create your own Portrait version inspired by the artist style, way, technique or creative approach. AO1, 2, 3
7. THE choice of media is Over to You – so Tablet inspired studies, Photograph manipulations that are then used to create your PORTRAIT OUTCOMES are encouraged. AO4 are the potential outcomes and a selection of past A Level students’ work is below:
