1. CREATE a series of Photographs from UNUSUAL ANGLES, DIFFERENT VIEWPOINTS, ANGLED, LIGHTING EFFECTS, CLOSE UP - ZOOMED SHOTS of the face using a camera or smartphone device – 15 – 20 Decent shots per shoot inspired by composition in COLOUR and BLACK AND WHITE above – try to have 4 shoots containing 15 – 20 shots per shoot AO3
2. Present your images in PowerPoint, Word with explanations to; How you captured the Photographs, lighting effects used, angles and viewpoints used to capture the effect you created. Analyse the whole shoot not each Photo. You can always refer to Photographs you like by cross referencing the image number AO1, 2, 3
3. From these Photographic shoots, present them all on PowerPoint and have 4-5 of the best COLOUR photographs in your opinion from the contact sheet on 1 slide. For BLACK & WHITE 4-5 of the best in terms of framing, mood, lighting, contrast, atmosphere – write a DETAILED account of how it was done and created at the bottom of each set of 4-5 images. Q’s to consider - Why you think these are successful? Have you used an effect? What was it? Where was the picture taken? Was it linked to a specific Photographer from the inspiration above? AO1, 2
4. NOW context – choose a Photographer from the inspiration section above. Find out about their work, how they capture images, why? Where and in your opinion, what you find interesting about the work being specific on characteristics. Present this on a couple of slides on the same PowerPoint AO1
5. USING art2day link below – in the Photography tab do some research of your own on a Photographer that you find interesting. Produce a detailed analysis sheet on their work over a couple of slides using questions above to assist you AO1
6. NOW with the images you have selected or taking a few further images if required, try to capture a similar composition to the Photographers you have picked from the 2 parts of research.  AO4 are the potential outcomes and a selection of past A Level students’ work is below: 
7. PRESENT all the above tasks on a PowerPoint to show the journey of tasks you have been on.
